First Sunday of Lent 10th March page 153 of the Mass Book

We’ve begun! The journey, the transformation, the grace of God - these are all parts of the
Season of Lent. The destination is Easter with the joy of Jesus being raised from the dead, have
suffered so grievously. The yearning is to undergo a change/conversion so that we can take on
the likeness of Christ and reflect him in our lives to others. The grace is the reminder that our
efforts in Lent are not determined solely by what we do; we have God to help, support and
enrich us. This year Lent is starting so late! The school holidays will come before we know it
- well before Easter. In the middle of it all is Brexit and what might or might not happen. It will
certainly be a very different Lent!

The First Reading today from the Book of Deuteronomy has the theme ‘The creed of the
chosen people’ and sets before us an account of what happened to the People of Israel when
they went to Egypt and faced ill-treatment from Pharaoh: God saw their suffering and saved
them. They came to the Promised Land where milk and honey flowed. Now they bring before
God the first fruits of the land. God was the one in charge; they received the gifts. Now they
show their gratitude through the offering to be made.

I was thinking about us as followers of Jesus Christ. What is our own personal story? Where
has life taken us? What is the pain or misery we have had to endure? How do our lives resonate
with the suffering of Christ? Do you reflect on how God has saved you? Have there been
specific moments, events, people, places who/which have given you a taste of salvation? Are
you still waiting or searching? Finally, what is the offering you want to bring before God at the
end of the Lenten journey? The fruits of charity and kindness, the deepening of prayer and
sacrifice or the healing of hurt and sadness? Taking time to stop, think and respond can make
a real difference to ourselves and to so many others.

May God richly bless your Lent. Remember that each effort no matter how small is a gift to
God and that Easter will be God’s gift to us! Fr. Norbert



LENT During the Season Lent, there will be Stations of the Cross on Wednesdays at Holy Family
(after 9.30 Mass) and Fridays at St. Bonaventure’s (after 9.30 Mass) and at Our Lady’s after 7pm
Mass. There will be Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament for 30 minutes on Mondays at Our
Lady’s after 9.30 Mass), Thursdays at Holy Family (after 9.30 Mass) and Saturdays at St.
Bonaventure’s (after 10am Mass). There will be the early morning 6.30 Mass at St. Bonaven-
ture’s on Friday 5th April and the Restoration Holy Hour at Our Lady’s on Friday 12th April after
Stations of the Cross (around 8pm). The Sacrament of Reconciliation (Confession) will be as
usual on Thursdays at Holy Family (10.00 - 10.30am), Saturdays at St. Bonaventure’s (10.30 -
11.00am) and at Our Lady’s (5.00 - 5.30pm). The Confirmation Group will lead Stations of the
Cross on Friday 29th March at Our Lady’s at 7.30pm followed by Confessions when a number of
priests will be available. The main Service of Reconciliation for Welwyn Garden City will be in
Holy Week on Tuesday 16th April at 8pm at Our Lady’s.

CAFOD FAST DAY will be this coming Friday (15th) and is an opportunity for us to support our
brothers and sisters around the world. By eating a simple meal or by going without a luxury or
something else, we can help to save those who have been devastated by floods, storms and other
natural disasters. As you leave Mass today you will receive a CAFOD envelope. (CAFOD is the
Catholic Agency for Overseas Development.) Please return it next weekend when there will be a
retiring collection. If you are a tax-payer and are able to GiftAid your contribution that would make
a big difference too. Thank you.

CARDINAL’S LENTEN APPEAL is another way of observing Lent. Take one of the special
envelopes from the back of the church. Money raised through this appeal will support areas of
Diocesan life: Marriage and Family Life, Youth and Evangelisation, the Church’s Service in
Society which now will include a new programme focusing on food poverty. Envelopes can be put
in the church collection and will be sent on.

MARRIAGE PREPARATION The Marriage Preparation Day for Welwyn Garden City will be
on Saturday 23rd March at Our Lady’s from 10.30 am until 5pm. There will be the Blessing of
Engaged Couples at 6 o’clock Mass that evening. This week Fr. Norbert will be contacting the
couples who have already signed up. Whether you are marrying here in our town, in another part
of this country or abroad, a Preparation Course is required. Couples marrying in 2020 are most
welcome too!
