On Saturday 14th February Richard Moth will be installed in the Cathedral as the 12th Archbishop of 
Westminster. It is an historic moment for us as a Diocese as we start a new chapter in our history. He was 
born in Zambia. He was ordained priest for the Diocese of Southwark and has served as Bishop of the Forces 
(2009 - 2015) and Bishop of Arundel and Brighton (2015 - 2025). For me as a Canon, I have my part to play 
(in a small way) in his Installation. The Chapter of Canons will greet him at the doors of the Cathedral and 
we will lead him to the Sanctuary. After the Provost of the Chapter has installed him in his Cathedra we will 
pay homage to him. This will be the third Installation I will attend, but the first in this capacity. 
Archbishop Richard Moth wants to meet many people as soon as possible! He has chosen churches across 
the Diocese and will celebrate Mass in Our Lady’s Church on Wednesday 11th March at 6.30pm. This Mass 
will be for our Deanery of Stevenage and for the Deanery of Lea Valley. It would be brilliant if as many of 
you would come to give him encouragement and to support him with prayer. Archbishop Richard wants to 
keep a simplicity in Lent, so there will not be a reception; however, he will greet people outside at the end of 
Mass. 
In the Gospel on 8th February, Jesus tells us that we are the salt of the earth and the light of the world. We 
cannot and should not be hidden! On 15th February, the Sunday before Lent begins, the Lord speaks of the 
person who does the commandments and teaches others to do the same is called great in the kingdom of 
heaven. St. Matthew inspires us at this time to learn from Jesus’ actions as well as his teaching. As we mark 
this new beginning in Westminster, as we get ready for Lent, may all we do be a beacon of light and a source 
of enrichment for those around us.
